State Highway 12 Extension

Trinidad Reconstruction Project.

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State funding is in place for the I-25 Trinidad reconstruction project. There are no remaining financing
issues for the project, which has been in the planning stages for several years. CDOT has received the
necessary environmental clearances for the Corridor from FHWA. After Phase 1, subsequent phases of
corridor construction will be completed as design is completed and the right-of-way acquisition process
is completed.

Corridor Update

Phase 2 - Future Construction
Representatives from CDOT  and the FHU Design Team will also have available updated information on
the second phase of construction. This future phase will include a replacement of the viaduct and Purgatoire
River I-25 bridges as well as interchange improvements at Main Street and Commercial Street. Please join
us if you would like to ask questions about this next phase of the I-25 Trinidad Reconstruction Project.
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Phase 1 Construction - State Highway 12 Extension

The existing northbound and southbound
ramps at the existing SH12 interchange
(University Avenue) will be removed.

University (SH12) will be reconstructed
from State Street to the Animas Street
Bridge.

The existing intersection at Nevada / Animas
/ University will be reconstructed to a
completed four-way intersection that
includes the extension of SH12.

A new bridge over the Purgatoire River
will be constructed for the extension of
SH12.

Portions of Carbon Street will be removed,
eliminating the existing intersection at Main
Street and terminating with a cul-de-sac
immediately east of the existing Safeway
driveway.

Purgatoire Drive will be extended west to
the intersection with SH12.

The existing drainage pipe flowing under
Main Street to the Purgatoire River will
be extended to accommodate the
extension of SH12.

A small segment of existing Santa Fe Trail
will be realigned to align with the extension
of SH12 to create a new, four-way
intersection immediately east of the new
Sonic Restaurant.

The one-block segment of Santa Fe Trail
from First Street to Main Street will be
converted into a one-way street with on-
street parking on both sides of the travel
lanes.

Main Street will be reconstructed from
the existing I-25 Interchange to Carbon
Street.
